This document describe about how to manage the configuration file downloading.
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Manage for Download timing of Configuration Files

TGP can automatically download the configuration files when it starts up
according to its setting.

Also depending on the settings, we can control the download timing.

It can also download periodically, or download by synchronizing with SIP
NOTIFY signal.

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How to access Web user interface

1. Confirm the IP address of KX-TGP5xx.
1-1 : Handset [MENU] (center of joystick) = [#][5][O][1].
Base Unit [MENU] (center of joystick) = [#][5][0][1].(KX-TGP550 only)
1-2 : Confirm the IP address displayed on LCD.

2. Embedded Web.
2-1 : Handset [MENU] (center of joystick) = [#][5][3][4].
Base Unit [MENU] (center of joystick) = [#][5][3][4].(KX-TGP550 only)
2-2 : Select (On) > [SAVE] (center of joystick) - [OFF].

3. Access the Web user interface.
3-1: Open your Web browser.
3-2 : Enter your KX-TGP5xx URL to Web browser
(http:/lyour KX-TGP5xx IP address) .
3-3 : Enter Authentication ID and password and click “OK”.
(Default :ID="admin”, password="adminpass”)
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
