* The composition of “From” Header can be controlled
by three parameters of Configuration File.

Parameter Description

1 | SIP_ANM_DISPNAME_[1-6] | Specifies the text string to set as the
display name in the "From" header

2 | SIP_ANM_USERNAME_[1-6] | Specifies the text string to set as the user
name in the "From" header

3 | SIP_ANM_HOSTNAME_[1-6] | Specifies whether to set an anonymous
host name in the "From" header
